In the morning explore his-

toric Nottingham Castle, the home of the Sheriff of Nottingham. Not-

tingham Castle, a magnificent 17th century ducal mansion, was built 

on the site of the original Medieval Castle, with spectacular views 

across the city. The castle is most famous as the seat of power for 

the Sheriff of Nottingham. Nottingham Castle is a now vibrant mu-

seum and art gallery housing collections of silver, glass, decorative 

items, visual arts, paintings and Nottinghamshire Archaeology and 

History.

Carved out of the castle rock, this is thought to be the oldest pub in Eng-

land - and is certainly the most fascinating.  Ye Old Trip to Jerusalem also 

features in the novel Outlaw by the author Angus Donald as a meeting 

place for Robin Hood and his informers. It is thought the tales of Robin 

Hood were told here, helping to spread the word about his legend and his 

antics.
